
MINUTES OF THE ISLE OF PALMS 
PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING 

March 13, 2008 
 

The Isle of Palms Planning Commission met in the Building Department 
Conference Room, 1301 Palm Boulevard on March 13, 2008, at 4:30PM.  
Members attending included Barbara Bergwerf, Pat Campbell, Ron Denton, Bob 
Hooper, David Stevens, Sandy Stone and Dick Watson; also the Director of 
Planning, Douglas Kerr was present.  The press had been notified of the meeting 
and the agenda for the meeting was posted in City Hall and the Building 
Department to comply with the Freedom of Information Act.   
   
Chairman Denton called the meeting to order. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
 
The next item on the agenda was the review of the minutes of the February 13th, 
2008 meeting.  Mr Campbell made a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion 
was seconded and the vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.   
 
EXECUTIVE SESSION- ANNUAL LEGAL BRIEFING 
 
Mr. Stone made a motion to go into executive session to have the annual legal 
briefing from the City Attorney.  Ms. Bergwerf seconded the motion and the vote 
was unanimous in favor of the motion.  
 
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS 
 
Mr. Denton explained that the next item on the agenda was the discussion of the 
21st Avenue curve.  After discussing the issue, Mr. Campbell made a motion to 
recommend that the Public Safety Committee of City Council consider shifting 
the crosswalk farther away from the curve to give drivers headed northeast 
additional time to react to pedestrians and to add an illuminating crossing sign 
closer to the crosswalk.  The motion was seconded and during discussion of the 
motion it was agreed that it would be desirable to have additional handicap 
accessible parking spaces close to the crosswalk and that additional sidewalks 
should be added to the crosswalks to join them to the existing sidewalks.  The 
vote on the original motion was unanimous in favor of the motion.
