Case Synopsis

BURGLARY. Seaside Cottage Lane. 08/23/10. Property Manager for this property reported
that unknown person(s) took and carried away a Samsung flat screen television. The make,
model, and serial number were provided, thus, the property was entered into the National Crime
Information Center (NCIC) database.

HARASSING TELEPHONE CALLS. Forest Trail. 08/25/10. The victim reported that her ex-
boyfriend continuously calls her at late hours, after she has advised him to stop calling. The case
has been assigned to an investigator.

PETIT LARCENY. Ocean Boulevard. 08/26/10. The victim, an owner of the rental property,
reported that two televisions taken and carried away from his rental unit. The case was assigned
to an Investigator who learned that the rental company had removed the televisions from the
rental unit because they did not work and replaced the same with two televisions from their
supply for the guests that were renting the unit at the time.

The victim reported that four unknown charges had
been made with his debit bank card number, somewhere in the northeastern United States,
totaling approximately $926.54. The victim stated that the card has never left his possession
therefore, unknown person(s) had to have fraudulently obtained his card number for use.
