Case Synopsis 

 
 
May 25 - Monday 
Burglary:  200 block of Charleston Boulevard.  The complainant reported a bicycle tire and a 
bottle of vodka missing from his unsecured garage. 
 
Petit Larceny:  Beach at Coconut Joe’s.  Patrol units arrested a juvenile after he was observed 
taking a cell phone from a purse on the beach. 
 
Grand Larceny:  100 block of Charleston Boulevard.  The complainant reported several pieces of 
her jewelry missing from a bedroom drawer.  There was no forced entry and the jewelry was last 
seen in September. 
 
Weapon Violation:  County Park.  A subject accidentally shot himself in the leg while handling a 
pistol.  He first stated he had been shot by unknown means but later admitted he shot himself.

Petit Larceny:  1500 block of Palm Boulevard.  The complainant stated he discovered his 
unlocked bicycle had been removed from the bike rack while he was working. 
 
Petit Larceny:  5802 Palmetto Drive.  The complainant stated he returned to his room and 
discovered $600 cash missing. 
 
May 29 - Friday 
Grand Larceny:  3100 block of Palm Boulevard.  The complainant stated she discovered several 
items missing from her purse that was left in a closet in the rental house.  Items that were taken 
include cash, jewelry, and a credit card. 
 
Vandalism:  Sandcrab Court.  The complainant stated she discovered her vehicle’s windshield 
had been shattered by unknown means. 
 
Fraud:  5802 Palmetto Boulevard.  The complainant was contacted by a subject representing 
himself as the hotel night manager and she gave him requested credit card information.  The card 
was used fraudulently for a $25 purchase and a purchase for $2500 was denied by the bank. 
 
May 31 – Sunday 
Theft from a Motor Vehicle:  County Park.  The complainant returned to her unsecured parked 
vehicle and discovered her purse and contents missing.
