· Absolutely no alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or illegal drugs will be allowed on the grounds or in the building.

· The City of Isle of Palms, its employees, volunteers or sponsors assume no responsibility for any loss, damage, or injury sustained by spectators or by exhibitors and pet owners, or to any of their dogs or property, and further assume no responsibility for injury to children not under the control of their parents or guardians.
