2.  Grant of License.  City hereby grants a license to Licensee to use the City’s boat landing located on Palm Blvd. at Hamlin Creek, near Breach Inlet (“the Ramp”) for boat launchings and landings, subject to all terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.


3.  Term.  The term of this License shall be from January 1, 20__, through December 31, 20__.


4.  License Fee.  The License Fee for the term or any portion thereof is $ 100.00   , payable in full at the signing of this Agreement.  There shall be no proration of the fee for partial terms.


5.  Use Limitations.  Licensee shall use the Ramp only for the purpose of launching and landing the above-registered Vessel, and for no other purpose.  In the event Licensee transfers ownership of the Vessel and desires to use the Ramp for another vessel, Licensee must first register the new vessel with City.


6.  Rules and Regulations.  Licensee shall comply in all respects with the provisions of this Agreement and all rules and regulations issued by City from time to time regarding the use of the Ramp.  The rules and regulations may be issued, amended or revised by City from time to time upon notice to Licensee.  In using the Ramp, Licensee agrees to and shall comply with all applicable present and future ordinances, resolutions, rules and regulations, health, safety, environmental, and sanitary regulations of all regulatory governmental agencies.


7.  Transfers and Assignments.  Licensee’s rights hereunder are not transferable or assignable, nor may Licensee sublet or assign the right to use the Ramp.  Licensee must be present with the vessel at all times when using the Ramp.


8.  Insurance.  At all times during the term of this  License, Licensee agrees to carry in full force and effect with insurance companies authorized to do business in the State of South Carolina, liability and property damage insurance with combined single limits of at least $300,000 per occurrence.  The insurance must cover damage to the Ramp and any other boats or equipment in addition to bodily injury.  Licensee agrees not to use the Ramp at any time when the required liability insurance is not in force.


9.  Use of Ramp.  Licensee agrees not to obstruct the Ramp or to drive upon, park on or obstruct access to, the abutting private property in connection with Licensee’s use of the Ramp.


10. Key; Security.  Licensee acknowledges receipt of a key to the lock at the Ramp.  Licensee agrees not to duplicate or allow others to duplicate the key, or to lend or give the key to any other person.  Licensee agrees to keep the Ramp guard chain locked at all times except for when launching or landing Licensee’s boat.  Licensee agrees to pay the City $25.00 for a replacement key.  Only one replacement key may be obtained from City per License term and Licensee agrees not to use the Ramp without a key obtained from City.


11.  Parking.  Licensee agrees to park Licensee’s boat and trailer only where allowed by law.  There shall be no overnight parking or mooring of vessels, vehicles or trailers in connection with Licensee’s use of the Ramp.


12.  No Warranties.  City makes no warranties, either express or implied, to Licensee regarding the condition of the Ramp or the suitability of the Ramp for its intended purposes. 


13.  ASSUMPTION OF RISK.  Licensee affirms that Licensee is an experienced boater and has launched watercraft at similar boat landings on prior occasions or has viewed others doing so.  Licensee has actual knowledge of the inherent dangers involved in launching and landing watercraft at a boat ramp and comprehends the nature and extent of the risks exposed through the use of the Ramp, including risk of serious injury to property and person, including death.  Licensee knows that Licensee risks injury by slipping, falling, operating Licensee’s watercraft, and from others operating watercraft.  Licensee knows that there may be slippery substances, cracks, holes and uneven pavement on and around the Ramp, both above and below the water’s surface.  With such knowledge, both actual and constructive, Licensee voluntarily and with free will subjects himself or herself to these and all other risks associated with the use of the Ramp.  Furthermore, Licensee affirms that prior to the use of the landing, Licensee will advise any persons accompanying Licensee of the risks inherent in launching and landing boats at the Ramp.

14.  Indemnity.  City shall not be liable to Licensee or any other person for any loss, injury, death or damage to persons or property (including the Vessel) that may arise out of Licensee’s use of the Ramp.  Licensee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold City harmless from and against all loss, cost, liability, damage and expense, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, penalties and fees, incurred in connection with or arising from (i) any default by Licensee of the terms and conditions of this License, (ii) the use of the Ramp by Licensee and Licensee’s guests, invitees, visitors and agents, (iii) acts, omissions or negligence of Licensee or Licensee’s guests, invitees, visitors and agents at or near the Ramp, or (iv) any claims by any other person by reason of loss, injury, death or damage, to persons or property due to an act, occurrence or omission set forth in (i), (ii) or (iii) above.  Licensee acknowledges that Licensee’s  Vessel, vehicle, trailer, and any other property of Licensee used at or near the Ramp is used at Licensee’s sole risk, and City shall not be liable for any loss or damage thereto from any cause.


15.  Notices.  Any notice by City to Licensee required or allowed by this Agreement shall be deemed to be given if and when it is personally delivered to Licensee or deposited in the U.S. Mail and addressed to Licensee at the address set forth in section 1.  Licensee is responsible for informing City of Licensee’s most current address and phone number.  Any notice by Licensee to City shall be deemed to be given if it is signed by Licensee and deposited in the U.S. Mail, with proper postage affixed, and addressed to City at the address where License Fees are paid.  


16.  Emergency Use.  In case of an emergency or natural disaster, City has the right to close the Ramp and limit its use solely to official use.


17.  Default; Remedies.  If Licensee violates any provision of this Agreement or any rules and regulations adopted by City, Licensee shall be in default hereunder.  Upon any such default, City may exercise any and all remedies available to City hereunder or otherwise provided by law.  Without limiting the foregoing, City may immediately terminate this License without limiting the liability of Licensee for breach of this Agreement.  Upon termination of this License, Licensee agrees immediately to surrender Licensee’s key to City.


18.  Cumulative Remedies; No Waiver.  City’s rights and remedies hereunder are cumulative, and pursuit of any particular remedy shall not be deemed an election of remedies or a waiver of any other remedies available hereunder or otherwise available at law or in equity.  No waiver or forbearance of a default of this License shall be construed as a waiver or forbearance of any other or subsequent breach, and the acceptance of any performance hereunder, or the payment of any amount after the same has become due or at a time when any other default exists shall not constitute a waiver of the right to demand payment of all other amounts owed or a waiver of any other default then or thereafter existing.


19.  Termination.  City may terminate this License as of the end of License term by providing Licensee with written notice thereof.


20.  Access; Silting; Adequacy of Water Levels.   In the event the Ramp is not reasonably and safely usable by Licensee due to obstruction, silting, or any other cause, as determined in the sole judgment of City, Licensee’s sole and exclusive remedy shall be to terminate this Agreement and receive a prorated refund of the License fee. City makes no representation regarding the adequacy of water levels at the Ramp and assumes no responsibility for damage resulting directly or indirectly from water levels, obstructions or other causes.


21.  Licensee’s Responsibility for Damage; Environmental Compliance.  Licensee shall be responsible for and shall promptly, upon demand, pay City for damage caused to the Ramp by Licensee, the Vessel, or Licensee’s crew, guests, employees or agents.  Licensee shall comply with all laws and regulations now or hereafter in effect concerning the protection of the environment at and around the Ramp; pay City for any damage, expense or liability incurred by City arising out of Licensee’s failure to comply with such laws and regulations or due to any pollution created by, caused by or contributed to by Licensee.  Discharge of marine sanitation devices or untreated sewerage, oil, gas or other toxic or hazardous substances within or adjacent to the Ramp is strictly prohibited. 


22.  Attorney’s Fees.  In the event that any legal action or proceeding is brought by City to enforce any provision of this Agreement, City shall be entitled to recover from Licensee all reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs incurred in connection therewith at all trial and appellate levels (including any arbitration proceeding).


23.  Governing Law; Venue.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of South Carolina and the United States.  The venue for any litigation between the parties arising out of this License shall be Charleston County, South Carolina.


24.  Severability.  If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, such determination shall not affect the remaining provisions hereof and shall be severable therefrom.
